College preparatory students will typically continue 

their studies at two - or four -year colleges.  Career -

Technical preparatory students will typically go on 

to specialized technical schools or to two -year co l-

leges.  These students might also begin entry -level 
career positions . 

 

 
 

 

 Four-Year Plan 

 

We encourage all students to reach well beyond 

the minimum graduation requirements and to make 

the most of the many educational opportunities 

that Lakewood High School provides. Lakewood 

Schools has developed a career development  co n-

tinuum that includes the development of an ele c-

tronic Individual Career Plan (eICP).  Each student 

creates this file in 7th grade and that is modified 

th roughout the four years at LHS.  The file houses 

career assessment results, a career planner, a fou r-

year plan, a resume and reflective writing samples 

such as a career narrative.  The file system also a l-

lows for college search, career research and fina n-

cial aid opportunities.  The eICP can be accessed 

throughout a studentõs career well beyond high 

scho ol thus helping a student reach his or her c a-

reer aspirations.

EDUCATIONAL OPTIONS  
 

 
A.  Post-Secondary Enrollment Options Program.  

 

Ninth through twelfth grade students may enroll at a 

public or private college on a full- or part-time basis to 

complete nonsectarian courses for high school and/or 

college credit.  When the student earns high school and 

college credit, neither the student nor the parent/guardian 

shall be required to pay for tuition, fees, textbooks, or 

material. 

 

Effective as of October 1, 1999, Substitute House Bill 

282 was amended as follows: 

 
ñ(F) A REQUIREMENT THAT A STUDENT MAY NOT 

ENROLL IN ANY SPECIFIC COLLEGE COURSE 

THROUGH THE PROGRAM IF THE STUDENT HAS TAKEN 

HIGH SCHOOL COURSES IN THE SAME SUBJECT AREA 

AS THAT COLLEGE COURSE AND HAS FAILED TO A T-

TAIN A CUMULATIVE GRADE POINT AVERAGE OF AT 

LEAST 3.0 ON A 4.0 SCALE, OR THE EQUIVALENT, IN 

SUCH COMPLETED HIGH SCHOOL COURSES.ò  

 

Interested students and their parents must discuss this 

program with their school counselor, decide prior to 

March 30 and sign a form indicating that they have re-

ceived the appropriate counseling to make an informed 

decision.  Consult your school counselor for further in-

formation about the Post-Secondary Enrollment Option 

Program.  

 

PARENTS AND STUDENTS...PLEASE NOTE - 

Students interested in participating in this program for 

any quarter or semester of the school year need to have 

approval by March 30 of the prior school year as 

stated by this law, so that we can plan appropriately for 

staffing and scheduling.  Do not wait until the following 

fall to propose involvement in Post Secondary Options.

Independent 

Study provides students with an opportunity to pursue 

educational options under the guidance of a licensed 

staff member.  An Independent Study form must be ob-

tained, completed, and returned to the Associate Princip-

al for final approval.   

 

Students should arrange for Independent Study projects 

with a supervisory teacher at the same time that they reg-

ister for their regular course work in January or Febru-

ary.  For more information, contact the Guidance Office. 

 

Independent Study opportunities may also be offered 

utilizing a limited number of on-line course offerings. 
 

F. Advanced Placement Program 

 

The Advanced Placement Program gives high school 

students exposure to college-level material along with 

academic performance, through involvement in AP 

courses.  The AP Program promotes critical thinking, 

independent evaluation, accelerated learning and 



 

 

achievement.  The academic rigors of these courses pro-

vide students with the opportunity to proceed at a faster 

pace and develop and strengthen academic talents.  Stu-

dents learn subjects in depth, refine analytical reasoning 

skills, and form disciplined study habits that will contri-

bute to their success in college.  Furthermore, along with 

academic performance, the most significant factor in 

college admissions decisions is the strength and rigor 

of a studentôs curriculum.  AP courses are recognized 

and valued for their quality, depth and rigor. 
 

The Advanced Placement Program is for students who 

possess intellectual curiosity and who seek intellectual 

growth.  Reading and homework assignment expecta-

tions for AP classes are extensive.  Students are expected 

to perform at the college level, particularly in the areas 

of writing, reading for analysis and synthesis, and test 

taking.  Satisfactory completion of term papers and class 

projects is also an expectation.  Students are cautioned to 

consider what impact the combination of employment; 

extracurricular activities, home responsibilities and 

course load might have on their academic success.  Stu-

dents interested in Advanced Placement courses should 

consult with their teacher, counselor, and/or the AP 

Coordinator.   

 

Students must complete an application process in order 

to be considered for AP courses.  Academic departments 

notify students through their classes when AP applica-

tions are available, and students apply through the AP 

Coordinatorôs office in mid-January. 

 

In May, following the schedule established by the Col-

lege Board and the Educational Testing Service, Lake-

wood High School administers Advanced Placement 

examinations.  Students will be advised early in the 

spring of the testing schedule, cost of exams, and regis-

tration procedures.  By participating in the AP Program 

and taking AP exams, students may earn credit or ad-

vanced standing in college.

I . Criteria for Diploma with Honors  

New Diploma with Honors criteria will go into effect June 

30, 2007, as a result of Ohio Core legislation passed in Dec. 

2006. The State Board of Education adopted new rules for 

the graduating class of 2011 and beyond at its May 2007 

board meeting.  

Beginning with students starting high school in the fall of 

2007, students must complete more intensive criteria in ma-

thematics, science and social studies for high school aca-

demic and career-technical Diplomas with Honors. The 

new Diplomas with Honors will not affect the 

graduating classes of 2007 through 2010.  

The student who completes the college preparatory (high 

school academic) curriculum shall meet any eight of the 

following nine criteria:  

1. Earn four units of English  

2. Earn three units of mathematics that shall include 

algebra I, algebra II and geometry or complete a 

three-year sequence of courses that contains equiv-

alent content  

3. Earn three units of science that develop concepts 

for physical, life and earth and space sciences  

4. Earn three units of social studies  

5. Earn either three units of one foreign language or 

two units each of two foreign languages  

6. Earn one unit of fine arts  

7. Earn either one unit of business/technology and 

two additional units in 1 through 6 above or earn 

three additional units, in 1 through 6 above.  

8. Maintain an overall high school grade point aver-

age of at least 3.5 on a four-point scale up to the 

last grading period of the senior year  

9. Obtain a composite score of 27 on the American 

College Testing (ACT) tests or an equivalent com-

posite score of 1210 on the Scholastic Achievement 

Test (SAT) with no regard for its new writing por-

tion. (This maintains the two scoresô comparability 

as qualifying criteria).  

The student who completes an intensive career-technical 

education curriculum shall meet any nine of the following 

10 criteria: 

1. Earn four units of English which may include one 

unit of applied communication  

2. Earn three units of mathematics which will include 

algebra and geometry or a sequence of courses that 

contain equivalent content  

3. Earn three units of science that develop concepts 

for physical, life and earth and space sciences  

4. Earn three units of social studies  

5. Earn two units of a foreign language; or two units 

of business/technology; or one unit of each  

6. Earn three units in the student's vocational or tech-

nical education curriculum  

7. Earn two additional units in 1 through 6 above, or 

in fine arts.  

8. Maintain an overall high school grade point aver-

age of at least a 3.5 on a 4.0 point scale up to the 

last grading period of the senior year  

9. Complete a career passport that reflects achieve-

ment of the occupational proficiency benchmark 

established for the Ohio Vocational Competency 

Assessment or the equivalent  

10. Obtain a composite score of 27 on the American 

College Testing (ACT) tests or an equivalent com-

posite score of 1210 on the Scholastic Achievement 

Test (SAT) with no regard for its new writing por-

tion. (This maintains the two scoresô comparability 

as qualifying criteria). 

J. What is an Individual Career Plan? 

 

An Individual Career Plan  (ICP) is both a file and a 

process in which students are assisted in establishing 

realistic career goals and a related educational plan. 

Lakewood Schools have adopted an electronic Indi-

vidual Career Plan (eICP).  The eICP begins in middle 

school and is updated yearly.

The file con-

tains career assessments, a four-year plan, a career 

planner and several other useful tools. Students, par-

ents, teachers and counselors can use this file to help 

make a career aspiration become a reality.
